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 PRIMO VE searching enables researchers and students to find necessary materials – 
both traditional and electronic, making searching process a lot easier. 

Multi-search engine provides users with intuitive and complex functions.

 However,you cannot fully use the Library’s collections 
or order them. 

You can browse through the Library’s collections
 in the following ways:
index search
easy(basic) search

Before starting the search
 you should sign in

 to your library account.
It enables better access

 to Library’s collections and PRIMO VE functions
 such as book reservations or prolongation.

 It also provides KUL students and employees
 with a remote access to electronic resources.

In your personal data space (library card),
 you should also add your e-mail address

 which improves the contact with the Library.
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EASY SEARCH (BASIC SEARCH)

PRIMO VE multi-search engine enables you
 to browse through all collections of the Library at once.
If you tick ‘Everything’ option – you will browse through

the computer catalogue, as well as electronic resources/databases
By ticking ‘BU KUL catalogue’ you will be able to get

 to the information about traditional collections and their availability.
‘Linked catalogues’ option enables you

 to search through the catalogues of the libraries
 which use ALMA 

such as National Library, Jagiellonian Library,
Nicolaus Copernicus University Library in Toruń, and many others.
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EASY SEARCH (BASIC SEARCH)

        We can make our search more precise 
          (the exact phrase, records starting 

with a particular word, etc.),
     or in what place of bibliographic

         record we should search
              for a particular word or phrase:

         anywhere in the record, in the title, 
by the author, in subject, type or format, 

       among publishers and series titles. 
It’s also possible to search 
by ISBN and ISSN numbers.

INDEX SEARCH
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‘Browse’ option enables you to browse through
 the library catalogue according to particular search

 categories:
Author, title, series title/journal,

reference number 
and National Library Descriptors(DBN)

National Library descriptors - a kind of information
 and search language used

 in bibliographic description – 
replaced previous subject headings language.

Browsing through indexes
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EASY SEARCH (BASIC SEARCH)

To look up the entire phrase, it has to be put within a double angled
quotation mark, i.e. >>pastoral theology<<, >>canon law<<

Words can be connected by using the logical query operators:
 AND, OR, NOT. 

Brackets will allow you to formulate complex queries
 that will result in prioritizing the search for the bracket
 Contents and the query part outside the bracket will be

 evaluated after what’s within it, e.g.
(The Catholic University of Lublin AND Karol Wojtyla)

 AND teaching.
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LOGICAL OPERATOR
 (BOOLE’A,Boolean operator)

One of the ways of narrowing down
 the search results and yielding most

adequate results is using
 logical query operators (Boolean

operators/expressions). 
They can be both used in a basic and advanced

search.

Boolean logic is based on operators such as
 AND, OR, NOT.

The AND operator allows for searching an intersection of sets (of
queries), that is the part that applies to both search criteria.

The OR operator enhances the search results by looking up the
publications containing both search criteria as well as the ones which

apply to only one of the items. The OR operator can be also used when
searching for a synonym of a given term.

The usage of NOT operator excludes one of the search terms.

SEARCH RESULTS LIMITATION–

The number of search results
 can be limited by so called 

faceted classification placed in 
the bar on the left side

 of the screen.
After choosing all useful

 options you have to
 click on ‘Use filters’

Due to faceted classification
 it’s possible to expand the data such as:

 collection title in the case of electronic resources
journal titles including searched materials

form and type of documents
subject of a given issue (literary, historic, etc.)

 



  

EASY SEARCH 
– search results limitation – a faceted classification 

Due to faceted classification you can indicate:
● time(period) covered by the publication

● language
● date of publication

● the time of the creation of work
 

...as well as genre, discipline and target audience

The kind of faceted classification 
depends on the subject,

 it allows you to provide more details to your search
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EASY SEARCH
– search results, availability

 
In order to get more info,
