Demokracja, laicyzacja i odrodzenie szkolnictwa katlickiego w Polsce
Streszczenie

System szkolnictwa publicznego w Polsce 3zbcsie ksztaltowg po przygciu
chrzecijanstwa - przy klasztorach i parafiach, zwlaszcza ddw W 1364 r. powstata
pierwsza szkota wasza w Krakowie. Istotny wktad wrik jezuici i pijarzy (od XVI w.). Do
powstania Komisji Edukacji Narodowe] (1773) szkotmio pozostawato poza
zainteresowaniem patwa. Pod zaborami osiojpolskaci staty s¢ prywatne szkoty
prowadzone przez instytucje datelne, od XIX w. licznie przez zakomgnskie. System tych
szkoét stat sp podstavy oswiaty publicznej po odzyskaniu niepodleggo (1918); nowego
znaczenia nabrat w czasie Il wojtwiatowej i okupacji Polski przez Niemcy i ZSRR.

Dopiero przemiany ustrojowe z 1989 r. otworzytynwavo prowadzenie edukacji przez inne
podmioty n paastwo. Aktualnie systemswiaty dzieci i mtodziey obejmuje ponad 5,5 min
0s6b, czyli 14,% populacji. Ponad 55 000 uczyvei518 szkotach katolickich w rozumieniu
prawa kanonicznego: w 142 szkotach podstawowy88, liceach ogolnoksztajcych, 20
szkotach ponadgimnazjalnych przygotogayich do zawodu, w 3 szkotach policealnych oraz
20 szkotach specjalnych dla dzieci niepetnospratwnicacuje z nimi ok. 10 000 nauczycieli,
z tego ok. 4 000 na petnym etacie. Mime,liczba uczniow w polskich szkotach spadta o 1/3
w ciggu minionych 10 lat, to do szkét katolickich ustayyisie kolejki.

Pojawiap si¢ postulaty czy proby ograniczania ich dziatdkip ale szkoty te brogiich
wyniki. Na przykiad katolickie licea ogélnoksztaée, ktore w skali kraju stanoyvi5,2%,
wsrod najlepszych dwustu stanawi2 %; natomiast w 3 wojewddztwach (na 16) okazsaty
najlepsze, w 13 innych znalazhy sv czotdéwce. facznie na pozycjach od 1 do 10 uplasowata
si¢ ich ponad potowa. Sjtszkolnictwa katolickiego jest nie tylko kadra, pom nauczania i
bogatsza oferta programowa, ale we/chowanie. Szczeg&rpopularndcia ciesz si¢ szkoty
podstawowe i gimnazja.

Wizytowka szkét jest system warol oparty na doktrynie chrieijanskiej. Coraz wgcej
rodzicow pragnie wychowywadzieci na bazie tych uniwersalnych wadip o czym
swiadcz tez podane statystyki.
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Democracy, Laicization and Revival of the Catholi€ducation in Poland
Summary

The system of public education in Poland has beguriorm after the acceptance of
Christianity — schools were established next to asteries and parishes, especially after 12th
century. In 1364 the first school of higher edumativas established in Cracow. In this subject
an important role was performed by the Jesuit aad¥P Orders (since 16th century). Until
the creation of the Commission of National Educati773) the system of education was



outside the scope of state’s interest. During thditppn times private schools run by the
Church institutions, after 19th century very oftey female convents, constituted a safe
refuge for the Polish language, religion, cultdree system of those schools was the base for
creating the system of public education after ne@iggi independence (1918) and acquired a
new meaning during the World War Il and the timetlté German and Soviet occupation.
Only after the transformation in 1989 the posdipitif educating by the institutions not owed
by the state was reestablished. At present thersyst children and youth education involves
over 5,5 million people, that is 14% of the Polmipulation. Over 55 000 of the students are
enrolled in 518 the Catholic schools defined asGlagholic schools in accordance with the
Canon Law. Among them are: 142 primary schools, &g schools, 20 schools of the
secondary education with the purpose of prepardorparticular professions, 3 schools
offering education after graduating of the highaahand one special school for children with
special needs. Within those schools there are D0édchers working, out of that 4 000 with
the status of full time teachers. Despite the faat the number of students in Polish schools
has decreased about 1/3 of the total number irllagears, the number of students willing to
enroll to the Catholic schools is increasing. Frime to time there are suggestions or
attempts of limitation of the activities of the Galic schools but they are staying strong due
to their educational results. For instance: theh@lat high schools that constitute 5,2% of
total number of Polish high schools, within the gyaf 200 the best high schools in Poland
constitute 12%. What is more, in three voivodesliqmg of 16) Catholic high schools were
evaluated as the best high schools, and in theinémal3 voivodeships Catholic high
schools are in the top of list (half of those sdhomere evaluated in the top 10). Among of
the strengths of the Catholic education there isamdy the quality of the staff, level of
education or the better curriculum but also leaggnialues. The Catholic schools of primary
and secondary education are those schools with paogatlarity and value. The showcase of
those schools is the value system based on thest@hridoctrine. More and more parents
want their children to be raised in the accordarfddose universal values what is supported
by the statistical data.
