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Abstract Four kinds of research are conducted in pastoraoldigy:
monodisciplinary, multidisciplinary, interdisciplny and intradisciplinary. The
first kind is characterized by a common aim andmmon method, the second -
by a common aim and different methods, the third eby different aims and
different methods, and the fourth one - by a commaiamand different methods.
Multidisciplinary, interdisciplinary and intradigdinary research is necessary
for modern theology, but to conduct it, excellentlifications of a theologian-
pastoralist are necessary.
