IBUK Libra is not only an e- reading room. It is also an educational 
platform, due to which, except for reading e-books and e-journals, 
you can create notes, export citations together with a ready 
bibliographical description, and create projects connected with a 
final paper, graduate work or article. 

To use the IBUK Libra you only need a tablet, desktop computer or 
laptop.

The quick book preview mode is also available on smartphones.  

You can read and learn anywhere, anytime - the reading room is 
open 24/7.

Functionalities for logged in 
users

”My bookshelf” – the user can 
find titles added to the 

bookshelf, without going to the 
myIBUK reader

”Recently read” – a section 
of 4 titles read by the user
(F5 keycap refreshes the 

section)

”A both of the 
month” for all logged 

in users

”Books in my libraries” – logged in 
user can search the collection of 

his/ her library 

”VOD”- it is a place where we 
share video materials from a 
wide educational offer of the 

PWN and PZWL

”All books” - the user
can search the entire
IBUK Libra collection-
over 50 thousand titles

Searching for publications

Filtering search results 
• You can enter a search phrase in the search engine – all publications 

which include it, will be displayed 
or
• Publications can also be searched via the ”Category tree”

After entering keywords in the search engine, you can filter publications 
by:  
• categories – by clicking on the arrow, you can always come back to a 
higher branch; 
• publication year – you can select the year of publication or a wider time 
slot;
• publisher;
• publication language



Intratextual search engine except for metadata (description of a book, title, 
keywords) it also search the full CONTENT of books.



After entering the selected word in the 
search engine, titles connected with it 

will appear in the drop-down menu

• the latest books added to your library – here you will find information 
about the latest books made available by your institution; 

• the latest books in IBUK Libra – see what novelties have appeared in 
IBUK Libra and report the need to purchase them to your institution

MyIBUK user can:
• read books without a regular 

confirmation of the presence at the 
device

• create notes
• Insert bookmarks and tag selected 

fragments or pages
• use the ”Baza wiedzy” i.e. check 

phrases in the current PWN Polish 
Dictionary and PWN Encyclopedia

• share fragments with other logged-in 
users 

• use the ”Cytuj” function i.e. export 
ready bibliographical descriptions 
together with fragments to a text 
editor    

• Complete the literature necessary for 
work in a separate reader space in the 
”Projekty” mode



My bookshelf in MyIBUK

After selecting the „Projekty” option (at the upper part of the bookshelf, on the right) there 
will open a window with a ”cork board”. Clicking the plus icon in the upper left corner, you 
will create a new project folder, which you can name. With the use of grabbing and 
dropping covers onto the project, you will add publications from the bookshelf you are 
currently using, e.g. in term paper or scientific article.

By selecting the question mark (in the 
horizontal or vertical menu), you can 
check what a given function of the 
myIBUK bookshelf is for and use the 
advanced Help Centre

Work with a text

Due to the „Zaznacz” option, you can liberally tag, i.e. add descriptions to the positions you are 
viewing or mark important fragments with a colour. Keywords and colours will help you find crucial 

elements of the text later. The system remembers and suggests relevant tags.
